
 
 
 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 

 
 
 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

It’s wet right now in Uganda… and so you can imagine how the roads become that 
little bit trickier for Joy and Janepher to negotiate. The motorbike that many of you helped 
us buy is working hard each day! This Christmas there is another chance to buy a MOBILE 
NURSE for a friend which keeps Joy and Janepher on a fully serviced bike each month… 
or send a relative on an ISLAND CRUISE which will mean that we can carry mosquito nets 
to some of the children on the islands. We’re looking for several Time Givers able to give 
a couple of hours at different times and places around Oxfordshire to fold catalogues, 
cards and help us process orders – email me if you are interested. 
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It is such a busy time in schools as the older children prepare for 
the exams which decide their academic future. Before they 
leave school they will spend time with our ladies and be 
prepared for some of the challenges and dangers that face 
them, especially concerning AIDS. 
 
Joy and Janepher have been working with the nursery children, 
training them in how to avoid malaria and care for those with it. 
Sadly Joy had to put that into practice last month when she got 
malaria herself. 
 
It is important for us to assess our programme and so we ask a 
sample of children what they know about malaria before the 
lessons begin. We repeat this at the end of the lesson series to 
measure if we are helping them as well as we can. 
 
During an individual assessment, one little girl just looked at 
Janepher and asked for some comfort as she had just lost her 
little sister. This is the sort of love and care that matters… where 
children can share their joys and sadness freely, knowing that 
someone values them.
